Another well-known part of the book is also found in the chapter "On Arranging Things". This section, which is usually called "Zhuangzhou dreamed he was a butterfly" (莊周夢蝶), relates that one night Zhuangzi dreamed that he was a carefree butterfly flying happily. After he woke up, he wondered how he could determine whether he was Zhuangzhou who had just finished dreaming he was a butterfly, or a butterfly who had just started dreaming he was Zhuangzhou. It hints at many questions in the philosophy    of mind, philosophy of language, and epistemology 认识论.
